Top 3 

· Incentives, Fines, Enforcement

Incentives for greenroofs/space on property

Fines if your property creates a certain amount of overflow or pollution

Amending building/zoning code

Requirements for permeable surfaces

Incentives for purchasing mussel strips

Enforcement of current laws

Identify with boundaries of watersheds, catchment areas = signage

Better signage on outfalls

Biosolids for brownfields

Classify fill and how well it drains – use during planning

Regulations and standards for new technologies

Buildings

Focus on municipal buildings, schools = greenroof

Grey water, low-flow toilets, s.w.o.s. – find out what is legal

Change Sewer Rates – discount s.w.o.s. 

1.59% of water bill

a. 1 for s.w.o.s.

b. ½ for retention

Incentives for transit near development, parking becomes green

MTA storm water at Bus and Train maintenance sites

Energy Tax Credit for Reducing U.H.I.A.  through green space development – NYSERDA standard

Roads & Rails

Capture water from elevated highways, landscape underneath (L.A. model)

Broad landscaped Pedestrian bridges over roads and railways

Greenways should be permeable surfaces

Landscape feeder routes – greenstreets, street trees

Develop hierarchy of water capture opportunities in streets (tree pits)

Use design competitions to get new ideas
